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Take the access road to the campsite with the lake behind you. Turn right onto the 
fi rst path that goes up into the wood. Continue to a trail. Turn right. At the embank-
ment, take a path to the left. When you reach the road, continue straight on. Turn left into 
the forest and follow the path. Cross the D71 road. Continue on the path for 500 metres.
150 metres to your left: The Oak of the Hindrés. About ten paces behind the wooden protective 
structure you will fi nd a charcoal burner’s heap (fouée) (see p.74-75).

At the T-junction of forest paths, turn right. Before the stream, take the path to the left. Turn 
right at the next T-junction. You come to a junction with six paths. Take the second path on the left. 

At the forest trail, turn right. At the junction, take the second path on the left. Turn right at the 
fountain. When you reach the road, turn right. Pass though the settlement of Trudeau. Then turn 
right onto a path. You soon reach the Lake of Pas du Houx. Turn left here. Follow the road. After 
the bend, turn onto the path on the left.

At the Seven-path crossroads, turn right. Pass a junction. Cross a stream. Turn left onto the 
path shortly afterwards. In front of a farm, turn left then right. At the D71 road, turn right and 
then, after a few metres, left. Turn right and continue until Telhouët. Take the fi rst path on the left.

At the fork, turn right. Go around a wood. Walk along the edge of a fi eld. At the road, turn right 
then left at the houses. At the junction, turn left, then right. Follow the trail to Pas-Renaud. Turn 
right and then right again. Continue along the embankment of the Lake of Pont Dom-Jean. Just 
before the rocks, turn left. Take the footbridge across the stream and turn right at the fence.

Turn right onto the path. Go past a trail. Turn left on the second trail. Continue 800 metres 
and take the path that bends right. Turn right. Cross the road and continue straight on along a 
well-maintained path that leads to Merlin’s Tomb. Keep going on this path which turns left and 
descends along a fence. The Fountain of Youth is on your right.

The GR de Pays [regional hiking route] continues on the path ahead. Turn right at the road. 
Continue to La Marette Lake.
